SITE DESCRIPTION: Hansen Elementary School is located on Olympia’s west side. The school serves
over 500 students in preschool through 5" grade. Hansen’s student enrollment is very diverse and is
evenly split in coming from single-family homes or residential apartment units.

After school, the AmeriCorps member will work in
partnership with Mercy Housing at Evergreen Vista in the Homework Club. During the summer
months, the AmeriCorps member will assist with summer school classroom support.
